Student cell phone possession and use in school has been a very public issue this past year.  Parents who feel that their child needs to have a cell phone must discuss the responsibilities and expectations associated with the privilege of having a phone.  Montgomery County Public Schools does have a policy and regulations regarding students and cell phones on school property.  

“Elementary school students are not permitted to possess or use portable communication devices on MCPS school campuses during the instructional day.  By written request from a parent or guardian and upon the approval of the principal/designee, an elementary school student may possess a portable communication device on an elementary school campus during the instructional day. Elementary principals/designees will grant waivers to the regulation based on consideration of the following factors:  safety to and from school, communication during off-campus after-school activities, or medical concerns. Other factors may be considered at the discretion of the principal/designee.” (MCPS Policy COG-RA)
There are two FREE phones in the building that are available to the public.  One is near the upstairs entrance to the gym and the other is near the main office door.   You may obtain a waiver on the parent information rounder located next to the PTA table.  An administrator will follow up with a phone call to discuss the request with you.
